Always start by practising your chord changes. Check that you are using good fingerings and are
strumming the way your teacher has shown you.

It is good to learn a song a line at a fime or in small manageable chunks and build up until you have
learned it all. Look at the trickiest bits and practice those the most. When you play to an accompaniment
or backing track of any kind it is important that you play at the same speed and keep to the beat. Don’t
be put off if you go wrong the first few times, just try to keep going.
